battery pack and a sleek new look. The 14.4kWh battery
pack delivers double the capacity of its predecessor,
promising an exhilarating ride with a power surge from
46 to 68 hp and a torque jump from 78 to 97 Ib. / ft.. Top
speed? A thrilling 104 mph..
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The claimed ranges are impressive — 154 miles in urban
settings, 113 miles in mixed conditions, and 101 miles
on the highway. Charging times vary, with a standard
household outlet requiring around nine hours, while

a 6kW rapid charger can get you to 95 percent in just
under an hour and a half.

The chassis specifics are yet to be detailed but expect
top-notch components similar to the previous model.
The Model S is set to appeal to a broader audience with
a reduced seat height of 31 inches. However, the extra
battery capacity comes with a weighty addition, now
at 492 pounds. Priced at $14,995, the Model S will be
available in a stylish white and silver paint scheme.
